2.  Highlights of Financials 
 As shown above our July 31st, 2023 surplus is $11,327 our July 31st, 2022 surplus was $82,102. 
 Expenses in 2023 are higher than 2022 by $42,438. The increase is due to higher utility costs, higher interest 

rate on loan, more maintenance and program activity expenses as well as an increase in ministry salaries. 

 Donations are lower in 2023 by $28,237 than 2022.
